Students at Renaissance College share an academic experience that emphasises critical 
thinking, intercultural understanding, and exposure to many different points of view. The goal is 
to provide students with the values and opportunities that will enable them to develop sound 
judgment, make wise choices, and respect others within the global community. The language of 
instruction at the college is English.

●​ Approach unfamiliar situations without anxiety 

●​ Have acquired a critical mass of significant knowledge 

●​ Have integrity, honesty, and a sense of fairness and justice 

●​ Show sensitivity towards the needs of others through service to the community 

●​ Respect the views, values and traditions of other individuals and cultures 

●​ Give thoughtful consideration to their own learning
